· Rural County Funds – A meeting was held with Delmar Johnson and Brad Harrell regarding the rural county funds.  This is the first year $2333 has not been raised.  These problems need to be addressed before next year.  An article entitled, “Republicans Headed for a Spectacular Bloodbath in 2010” was mentioned.
· Clay Williams – RPOF presented the 2008 rural county initiative check for $7,000. 
· Endorsement issue has come again with the Governor’s race.  Clay Williams stated that there will be discussion on endorsements by the Victory Committee.  Chairman Simpson reiterated that he does not support  endorsements  in the primaries.
