COMMITTEE REPORTS

Tom Love – Communications:  At the last meeting we were aware we were doing a mailing that went out first class postage to every Republican.  This was a success as the returned cards are enabling us to update our database.

Tom asked for permission to continue mailing out the announcements for the rest of the year to those who have no email address.  The Chairman said there was no need for a motion as this spending was approved at a prior meeting.

Ron Safford read the names of the 10 new County Sponsors; 13 Gold sponsors and 2 Platinum Sponsors that have come forward.  Clyde said this program will make 2006 one of the foundation bricks that he has talked about so many times.

The Chairman passed out two lists, 1 showing all the male Republicans and the other showing all the female republicans in Jefferson County by precinct.

The Chair wants us to collect the names of people who want to be involved in our party. He wants us to contact everyone who we feel comfortable in approaching to join us.

The Chair turned the meeting over to Ron Smith. Ron addressed the number of vacancies in our precincts. He would like us to look at the lists and find people in our precincts and call them and ask if they were elected by this committee would they serve.  He asked that the names be in to him by March 7.  The Committee will meet and review the names and invite these folks to our March meeting.

Wendy Moss said there re some legal issues here. We can get anyone who is interested and all the names will be put before the entire Board.

The Chairman said he would email vacancies to all members.

NEW BUSINESS

Fred Beshears is participating in the Relay for Life. He would like to use the booth April 21 and 22 at the relay. It costs $1,500 to sponsor a booth but he will raise the money so it won’t come from our group.  The relay is 6:00 p.m. on Friday until Noon on Saturday. All he needs would be volunteers to man the booth. Ron Safford moved we give Fred whatever he wants. A 2nd was received and the motion passed unanimously.  We will staff the booth the 21 and 22 and will finalize details at our April 19th meeting to get the volunteers Fred needs.

Dave Frisby had the next item. He said there are at least 350 children in Jefferson County that go hungry because they can’t get food stamps. David showed us of a letter to Gov. Bush to review this issue. This is not a Legislative issue for Jefferson County. There was discussion. A motion was made to put a person part time in the free office space. A second was received and the motion passed unanimously.

A motion was made to give $100 of our funds for the purchase of cereal bars for the hungry children and give them to Merry Ann Frisby for distribution. The motion received a second and passed unanimously.

David brought up the issue that we raise $300.00 for the Jr. Leadership program and anyone interested in helping should see him after the meeting. It was suggested that these financial gifts be presented at the Awards Ceremony.
